· Alternative Connection to Pairc: If you are not resident in the area but have a demonstrable connection—such as working locally, contributing to the community, or having longstanding family ties—this must be clearly explained and evidenced in your application. Each case will be reviewed individually to determine whether the connection justifies inclusion in the award.
